In a 
thank you letter to TCM and our partners, 
Billy expressed his appreciation for TCM’s 
education and training and said it is not only 
financially helpful, but the training serves as 
an encouragement and motivation for all the students in the Liberia-Africa 
program.  He said he and his fellow students are passionate about sharing 
God’s love and His Word with others.
